With the official opening of the new National Park Headquarters taking place on 20th May 2008, we are
being given the unique opportunity to view the building and hear the story of the development from the all-
female management team who lead the project. Carron Tobin, Executive Director of the National Park will
provide the background to the National Park and the HQ projects origins and Karen Pickering of Page and
Park will review the architecture and sustainable nature of the building. This will be followed by a tour of the
premises led by Sharon Mcleish, Special Project Support Officer and a chance for informal discussions and
networking with light refreshments towards the close of the evening.

Due to the location of this building, the formal part of the proceedings will kick off at 6.30 allowing those
arriving by public transport the opportunity to join us. Trains leave Queen Street Station for Balloch every
thirty minutes and the station is a short walk from the new premises. We have been advised that the 17.31
service will arrive at Balloch at 18.10 allowing time for the short walk to the premises (these should be
confirmed prior to departure). Exit the station at the front and turn right onto Balloch Road and cross the
river past the Tullie Inn. Go straight on past the shops and restaurants until you come to the bus station
and turn right onto Carrochan Road. The new HQ entrance is halfway down on the other side of the road.
If driving and approaching from the A82 - come down off the A82 at Stoneymollan Roundabout onto the
A811 and go straight through the first roundabout and then take left at the second (the new HQ is facing
you) onto Carrochan Road and then right into the car park. If driving from Stirling direction on the A811
come down into Balloch to the first roundabout and turn right onto Carrochan Road.
